An Alabama Lions Club held a Zoom membership drive and recruited 11 new members.  On May 18, 2020, 

LCI held a webinar featuring a panel discussion of our three International Vice Presidents. 1VP Douglas 

Alexander said to use social media to recruit new members. 2VP Brian Sheehan asked if our clubs are attractive 

to new members. 3VP Patti Hill noted to focus on new technology and retention. 

 

Recruit new members by Telling Your Story (LCI webinar by Lion Martin Middleton on 9/19/20) 

Mankind has been telling stories for generations. We are wired to learn, understand and remember via stories.  

We want prospective members to feel emotion from our stories so they will remember and be moved to join. 

We have 3 opportunities to tell our story: 1-elevator speech, 2-membership drive, and 3-fundraising events. 

Elevator speeches - you have only 30 to 45 seconds to tell your story before passengers exit the elevator.  

- A sample speech could be ñOur club is part of Lions Clubs International, with more than 1.4 million members 

in over 48,000 clubs around the world. We are always looking for people who want to make a difference éò   

- If the audience is a mother and child, a more effective story might be ñThere was a child about the same age as 

yours who wasnôt doing well in school until my Lions Club did vision testing and found she needed glasses éò 

- If  the audience is elderly, a more effective way to tell our story might be ñAn elderly gentleman had slowly 

worsening eyesight. He was trapped in his home until my Lions Club rescued him with a seeing eye dog éò 

 

Recruit new members via Leos (LCI webinar by Leo Olivia Turman on 9/19/20) 

Leos serve and so do their parents who help out at projects and fund raisers. Ask parents to join Lions and if 

they say they donôt have time just remind them that they need not spend any more time than what they do now.

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Recruit new members via Community Partnerships (LCI webinar by Lion Daniel Elkins on 9/19/20) 

Find community organizations that serve similarly to your club and offer to help them in your Lions attire. Soon 

they will ask how the Lions can help at ___ event. Your reply is ñWe can help. Why donôt you tell us the details 

at our next meeting.ò Soon they will join Lions. As community needs evolve so must our Lions service evolve.

What a great morning this was with wonderful weather and a nice turnout. The LOM gang has not 
missed a beat during this Covid 19 induced slowdown and we have performed our mostly environmental 
projects with commendable safety and enthusiasm.

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Wahiawa Lions Club 18th Annual School Supplies Drive

The Wahiawa Lions Club kicked off its 18th annual drive to 
collect school supplies for the needy children attending 
Wahiawa area schools. The need for the project was 
highlighted in a study by the University of Hawaii that 
identified Wahiawa as being the second poorest area on 
Oahu. The need is reinforced by all schools being federally 
designated Title 1 schools.   
 
The Lions collected supplies and donations near Longs in 
the Wahiawa Town Center and at Tamuraôs Market on July 
18 and July 25. Shown at Longs are (top, l-r) Lions Don 
Robbins, State Repr. Amy Perruso and John Mackey. 
(Below, l-r) Lions Tony Sarroca, Kimi Shimabukuro-
Sarroca, Lei Learmont and Larry Meacham. And (bottom, l-
r) Lions Lei and Larry also collected at Tamuraôs. Lion Jack 
Kampfer (not shown) also did a shift at Tamuraôs.   
 
Some people give generously every year, such as one 
family from Mililani Mauka that always calls Lion Jack 
Kampfer, the project coordinator, to make sure when the 
club will be doing its collection and then shows up with a 
bunch of back packs and supplies.  This year was no 
exception. The Lions in the top photo are holding some of 
those donations. One year when the club was able to get its 
drive mentioned in the Star Advertiser, a de-commissioning 
Navy ship was willing to donate several truck loads of 
supplies as long as the club was willing to come pick them 
up. We did. On another occasion, the Star-Advertiser itself, 
donated a case of pencils to the cause. 
 
The Lions have collected in total $1,308 and 135 pounds of 
school supplies so far. The dollar total is the biggest in quite 
some time at this point in the drive.  More donations will be 
coming in from Our Lady of Sorrows Catholic Church, which 
has supported the Lions from the projectôs beginning. 
Further updates will be provided at club meetings.   
 

 
Over the years the club has collected and distributed nearly seven tons of supplies and $28,000 to local 
schools in support of our keiki.

Due to COVID-19 safety precautions, the annual Veterans Day Parade will not be happening this year.

You can say a 
phrase, give a message, or sing. You can also do your video with other people at one time if preferred. 
Whatever works best for you! Below are guidelines on how to create and submit your video. 
 
Tips for how to record yourself: 
 
1. Make sure your lighting is good: natural lighting is best so try to take this video during the day, in 
front of a window. You do not want the coloring of the video to be off because of unnatural lighting. You 
do not want shadows on one side of your face or a dark video where your face is barely visible. 
 
2. Have your camera in landscape mode: if you are using your phone, have it sideways so that all of 
our clips can match and fill up the frame 
 
3. Place yourself in the frame: please place yourself directly in the center so that the videos can all 
have a uniform look for ease of editing. 
 
4. Volume: make sure that you are speaking clearly and loudly enough to be picked up by the mic. 
 
5. Please leave time before and after you begin speaking, in order to leave room for editing. 
 
Submitting Instructions: 
 
- Please send your videos to Lion Anthony Menor 
- If you would like for the video to include your name and/or some position you hold (E.g. Lions Club 
Member, etc.), please include that information in your video or in your message to Anthony, so that he 
can put it in the video as a caption.
